First appearance at 52\u00b045'44.8N 1\u00b058'16.1W (frame 108) 
Last appearance at 52\u00b045'28.7N 1\u00b058'03.4W (frame 144) 
That makes a speed of around 1288km/h (800mph), roughly the speed of sound. No animal can achieve that and a model
airplane would need a very loud jet propulsion for that. 
 
Your video is one of the better ones, since we can see the object approaching from far away. Good job, sir :-)
